The term limits, a mamum term length of the President, specified annual elections, and a requirem
a significant number of the Board Of Directors to come up for a vote each year were removed from
constitution. Some feel this removed some of the power of the bakiat & Board of Directors took the

There are additional items that are in the new constitution which probably should be changed. The
requirement for the AOC to be a 501 C (3) organization was added to the new Constitthterules of
the 501 c (3) or the category itself change and it is no longer to the advantage of the AOC, then we
have to have a vote of the members to make the change. Maybe the old Constitution was satisfact
this point and the change couldve been put in the Hsgws where the National Board of Directors coul
make the change if needed. Selecting the Executive Director, appointing Honorary Members and
suspending or revoking membership in the AOC are the National Board of Directors raiporidie
how this decision would be made (i.e. one member, 50%, 2/3s majority, unanimity, etc.) are not sp
The Constitution should either specify this or refer to théalas for direction on how these decisions a
to be made by the Board ofrectors.

The membership has only two voices in the AOC today. Those are an annual election of about 1/3
National Board of Directors and every other year a President and an opportunity to vote on the che
the Constitution which the Board off@ctors has approved. Again some feel the new Constitution w
dilute both of those basic rights. There will no longer be any significant governance that the Nation
Board of Directors can't manipulate by changing thed_.Bys and there is no longer ajuérement for the
membership to elect our leaders on a regular basis.
